Tips for Submitting Effective Nominations
Has someone on your staff or in your community done something exceptional lately for your agency or the home care industry? Nominating that person for an industry award is one way to acknowledge their personal effort. 

Tips for Making Your Nomination Stand Out:

· Review all of the award categories.
· Select the category that best fits your nominee:


( Nominee need not match every criterion in a category



( Some categories are intended for efforts put forth on behalf of your agency, 



    while other categories are intended for industry-wide accomplishments or 



    for community partners.

· Provide the selection committee with a full understanding of the scope of your nominee’s qualifications. 
· The selection committee always says, “Tell us the story.”  That is, try to relate, in your one-page narrative, what your nominee has done that makes him/her special. Paint a  picture of the events or actions that demonstrate the criterion of the selected award category. 

· The nominee will not be selected for an award if he/she performed duties that were outside the scope of their job title or regulations.

Examples of Opening Statements That Might Help:

· Erica has been a home care aide for our company for 11 years (longevity) and during that time has been an employee we could count on to keep a reliable schedule (dependability). Her work ethic serves as a wonderful example to others on the team (team spirit). Last summer Erica went a step further than anyone would have expected her to when she made a routine visit to the home of a client . . . . . . .
· When our hospice needs a volunteer they can really count on, we call Tom (dependability). Because Tom is retired and is always so ready to help (commitment), it’s hard not to think of him first. Whether the patient and family are having a good day or a bad day, Tom always seems able to step in and meet the need that is presented (sensitivity to the patient). 

· I would like to nominate Mayor Tom Goodbody for the Community Support Award. Mayor Goodbody has helped our agency and the community through participating in our informational events at various local facilities. As Mayor, he has come to appreciate the value of community-based care to our town and the seniors who live in it. 
Use your own imagination, the skills of others in your agency, or the creative skills of members in the community to develop a brief-but-substantive nomination narrative.  Consider nominations in several categories.
